Sunday milk
weights will be accepted an hour past release time. Scale weights or jar weights shall be accepted.
ATTENTION: NO COWS ARE TO BE LEFT UNATTENDED IN MILK HOUSE.
SHOW RING CODE OF ETHICS

Believing it is in the best interest of all breeders of dairy cattle to maintain a reputation of integrity and to continue to present a wholesome
and progressive image in the show ring, the Purebred Dairy Cattle Association lists here with those practices which are considered
unacceptable in presenting Registered animals in the show ring. The use of such practices or procedures is, therefore, considered unethical
in the showing of Registered Dairy Cattle.

At all times, exhibition livestock shall be treated in a humane manner and in accordance with dairy quality assurance practices so as to
protect the health, safety and welfare of the livestock and the consuming public. No person shall present for exhibition or exhibit an animal
which he or she knows, or has reason to suspect, is affected with or has been exposed to a dangerously contagious or infectious disease,
or illegal or non-approved use of drugs, medication and/or prohibited substance, or residue.

The following practices or procedures are considered unacceptable and defined as being fraudulent and/or unethical in the showing of
Registered cattle:

e  Misrepresenting the age and/or milking status of the animal for the class in which it is shown.

e Treating the animal, particularly the udder, internally or externally, with an irritant or counter-irritant, or other substance to
artificially improve the conformation.

e Surgeryor insertion of foreign material under the skin, performed to change the natural contour or appearance of the animal's
body, though not to preclude practices required or involved in normal management.

e  Criticizing or interfering with the judge, show managementor other exhibitors while in the show ring, or other conduct detrimental to
the breed or the show.

The following practices and procedures are considered to detract from the image of the show ring when carried to excess and will be
given slight to serious discrimination in placing animals within class:

1. Setting teats

2. Excessive manipulation of hair

3. Use of artificial hair except for false switches

4. Unsportsmanlike conduct on the part of showmen or cows

5. Improper fitting practices such as over filling and over bagging

Practices which should be encouraged to enhance the image of the show:
1. Establish uniform dress code for exhibitors in the showring
2. Recognize good herdsmanship and exhibits in the barn

In keeping with the basic philosophy of the Association ethics are an individual responsibility of the owner of each animal shown. Violations
of these policies are subject to the disciplinary provisions of the Association's by-laws.
SPECIAL: Premier Breeder and Premier Exhibitor will be awarded banners to the six top individual places. Not more than one bull.

1. To be eligible for Premier Breeder and Exhibitor each exhibitor must provide a list of all eligible animals to the Livestock
Secretary by 6pm the night preceding the Breed Show.

2. Partnership animals: If a member of the partnership is listed on the registration paper as a breeder, that animal can be used for
breeder points for that exhibitor.

3. Jointly owned animals must be identified to determine who will be awarded points. Points cannot be split.

4. Unruly animals in the ring should follow instructions of the show management.

5. Any exhibitor with a cow that has been treated needs to notify the milk parlor management so that the milk can be discarded in the
appropriate manner. DO NOT MILK TREATED COWS INTO THE PARLOR PIPELINE.

6. Any animal that is deemed unworthy of placement will only receive the minimum premium.

The parade of champions that includes Junior Champion Female and the Best Female over age 2 of the six dairy breeds as
designated by the judge, will meet in the Pavilion to determine the Supreme Champion and Junior Supreme Champion of the 2024
Dutchess County Fair.

DUTCHESS COUNTY FAIR HERDSMAN AWARD
(preceding Parade of Champions on Sunday)
The herdsman whose exhibit has the highest total point score for the six days of the Fair, Tuesday through Sunday. Show day all
herdsmen will be judged on promptness in the show ring, having cattle in the ring at the proper time for championship classes, and
sportsmanship to other exhibitors. Traditional Show white pants with appropriate shirts and shoes are preferred.
Criteria:

1. Engagement and welcoming attitude to the fair public. 25 points
2. Cleanliness of stalls, animals, and equipment (including wheelbarrows). 20 points
3. Appearance and educational value of display. 20 points
4. Clean and neat accessible alley ways. 20 points
5. Personal appearance and conduct of herdsman and helpers and cooperation with management. 20 points
6. Exhibits should be in order by 10am each day. 15 points

The Dairy Herdsman Award will be divided into three sections of small, medium, large and will place 1st through 7th place.

All herds will be judged by a different judge each day, sometime between 10am and 10pm The main factor in display scoring will be the
image of the dairy industry and the people in it, not the elaborateness of the display. 4-H club herds housed as a group, will be eligible
as a single exhibitor. 4-H animals housed within the display of an open class herd will be considered as part of the open class herd.
Each day a banner will be presented to the barn having the highest average score for display the remainder of the week. Let's all work
together to put the dairy industry's best foot forward to the hundreds of fairgoers who will view your display at the Dutchess County
Fair.
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
